Environmental chemists and engineers use many branches of chemistry as well as other scientific and engineering disciplines to accomplish their objectives of elucidating environmental processes and providing the basis for protection of natural resources.

The breadth of talent requisite for environmental activities offers opportunities for Divisional program cosponsorship not only with other American Chemical Society Divisions but with other scientific engineering and professional organizations.
