Advise Chairman and Secretary as to whether you can attend scheduled National Meetings, and times when you will be available for support assignments at Division meetings.

Participate actively in committee and subcommittee projects, as assigned by the Chairman.

5.
Volunteer for Membership table and Book Sales table duties. Actively promote Society and Environmental Chemistry Division membership.

6.
Serve as acting chairman of Symposium sessions when requested, or in emergencies.

7.
Serve as member of program evaluation teams, who “rate” presentations to determine Award eligibility.

8.
Be prepared to act as Temporary Substitute Councilor when elected Councilors or Alternates are unable to attend a National Meeting.

9.
Attend Open meetings of Council/Society Committees to keep posted on proposed projects and potential problems, and report (verbally and in writing) to the Executive Committee.

Serve as member of special study groups (for evaluation of pending legislation, etc.) when requested by the President, ACS, or Chairman, ENVR.

Be on lookout for environmental or other areas of future concern, which should be included in ENVR programming.
