The Division of Environmental Chemistry is deeply saddened by the recent loss of emeritus member Dr. Amos Turk. Dr. Turk received his Ph.D. from The Ohio State University in 1941, and was one of the early leaders of diolefin isomerization and the Diels-Alder Reaction. He worked extensively in the field of atmospheric pollutants and odor control for the food industry, authored over a hundred papers, 10 patents, and 16 books. Dr. Turk was a member of the American Chemical Society for over 50 years, and will be missed by our Division.
